Proper use of your furnace

Burn only clean dry wood.
Don’t use the furnace on warm days when neighbors have open windows.
When installing a new furnace find a location that won’t affect your neighbors.

Extend the chimney height to help dissipate the smoke.

Don’t use when there is no wind and the smoke settles to the ground. 

Install a fan in the smoke stack; injecting fresh air will increase the dispersion of the smoke.
MATERIALS THAT MAY NOT BE BURNED.  
Rubbish or garbage including but not limited to food wastes, food wraps, packaging, animal carcasses, paint or painted materials, furniture, composite shingles, construction or demolition debris or other household or business wastes.

Waste oil or other oily wastes except used oil burned in a heating device for energy recovery subject to the restrictions in Chapter NR 590, Wisconsin Administrative Code.

Asphalt and products containing asphalt.

Treated or painted wood including but not limited to plywood, composite wood products or other wood products that are painted, varnished or treated with preservatives.

Any plastic material including but not limited to nylon, PVC, ABS, polystyrene or urethane foam, and synthetic fabrics, plastic films and plastic containers.

Rubber including tires and synthetic rubber-like products.

Burning any of these materials is illegal, will create additional smoke and particulate matter and increase the chances that someone will complain about the smoke from your outdoor water boiler.
CHAPTER 11 LA CROSSE COUNTY CODES

11.29 HUMAN HEALTH HAZARD.

(1) DEFINITIONS.

(a) Public Health Hazard. A thing, act, condition or use of property which continues

for such length of time as to:

1. Substantially annoy, injure or endanger the comfort, health, repose or

safety of the public.

2. In any way render the public insecure in life or in the use of property.

(b) Health Hazard. A situation or condition which exists, or has the potential to exist,

which is adversely affecting or has the potential to adversely affect the health of a person or the general public.

(c) Immediate Health Hazard. A condition that exists, or has the potential to exist,

which should, in the opinion of the Health Officer, be abated or corrected immediately or at least within a 24 hour period, to prevent possible severe damage to human health or the environment.

(2) HUMAN HEALTH HAZARD PROHIBITED. No person shall erect, create, cause,

continue, maintain or permit any human health hazard within the County. Any person who shall cause, create or maintain a human health hazard, or who shall, in any way, aid or contribute to the causing, creating or maintenance thereof, shall be guilty of a violation of this section and shall be liable for all costs and expenses attendant upon the removal and correction of such a human health hazard and to the penalty provided in s. 25.04, Wis. Stats.

(3) HUMAN HEALTH HAZARDS AFFECTING HEALTH. The following acts, omissions,

places, conditions and things are specifically declared to be human health hazards coming within the definition of
(j) Air Pollution. The escape of smoke, soot, cinders, noxious acids, fumes, gases, fly ash, industrial dust or other atmospheric pollutants within the County in such quantities as to endanger the health of persons of ordinary sensibilities or to threaten or cause substantial injury to property in the County.
